After discussions with Nechells
Neighbourhood Policing Team, they
have confirmed it is illegal to block a

dropped curb (driveway).

As a school we educate the children on their rights and the
treatment they should receive from people who care for them.
Children from Nursery to Year 6 take part in activities that help
them understand the importance of being safe from harm. When we
discuss with the children 'staying safe from harm' we discuss both
physical and emotional abuse, as well as other forms of violence,
neglect, or bad treatment.

We are asking parents to please
follow the law and not block the
drives of residents on Butlin Street
and Stuart Street. Also, when asked
by staff to move your vehicle please
do not be verbally aggressive
towards them as our main concern is
the safety of the children.

Children are taught to share concerns or worries around being at
risk from harm with trusted adults who will help them. We also
educate them on other agencies that can support children such as,
Childline, NSPCC and Birmingham Children's Services.

If people do not follow the law
outside the school, then they will
be reported to the Police.
