There are several types of exploitation that can
impact on children. Child Sexual Exploitation and
Child Criminal Exploitation are two that areas
that we educate pupils on through a variety of

lessons.

Risks:

Being especially secretive and not engaging with their usual
friends. They may be particularly prone to sharp mood
swings.

Associating with or developing a sexual relationship with
older men and/or women. This may also occur through an
online relationship.

Missing from home and defensive about their location and
activities, often returning home late or staying out all night.

Odd calls and messages on their mobiles or social media
pages from unknown, possibly older associates from outside
their friendship circle.

New belongings which they couldn’t normally afford, such as
mobile phones, trainers, clothes, or jewellery. Also, having
money that they cannot explain or that you do not know
where it has come from.

Start dressing differently

Look tired and/or unwell, and sleep at unusual hours

Have marks or scars on their body which they try to conceal
Adopt new ‘street language’ or respond to a new nickname
