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In English, we will be learning
to:
- Write letters, recounts,
information texts and narratives
- Use dialogue with accurate
punctuation.
- Use a range of nouns, verbs,
adjectives and adverbs.
- Use paragraphs to organise
writing.
- Write sentences using ‘if’,
‘wher’, ‘because’ and ‘although’
- Plan, edit and draft our work
- Maintain a consistent joined
handwriting style
- Apply spelling strategies

In maths, we will be learning
to:
-count from O in multiples of 4,
8, 50 and 100; find 10 or 100
more or less than a given
number
-compare and order numbers up
to 1,000
-add and subtract numbers with
up to 3 digits, using formal
written methods
-recall and use multiplication
and division facts for the 3, 4
and 8 multiplication tables
- add and subtract fractions
with the same denominator
within one whole

In topic, we will be studying
the Ancient Greeks. We will
learn to:
- sequence several events or
artefacts
- Find out about everyday
lives of people in Ancient
Greece
- Identify and give reasons for
different ways in which the
past is represented
- Compare different versions of
the same story.
- Use a range of sources to
find out about a period of
time.

In science, we will be learning
to:
- Ask relevant questions and
use different types of scientific
enquiries to answer them.
- using results to draw simple
conclusions,
- recording findings using simple
scientific language, drawings,
labelled diagrams, keys, bar
charts, and tables
- setting up simple practical
enquiries, comparative and fair
tests
- observe how magnets attract
or repel each other and attract
some materials and not others




You will have homework each
week, including a reading book,
maths and spellings.
