Tailored  care initiatives and support is given to meet vital 
needs, including survivor-centred aftercare. 
REFORM - Train professionals to spot the signs of trafficking and to 
respond, and campaign for policy change. Help businesses protect 
their operations and supply chains from modern slavery.
