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Safeguarding: Self-isolating

Self-isolation is when you do not leave your home because you have or might have coronavirus (COVID-19).
This helps stop the virus spreading to other people. It's a legal requirement to self-isolate if you test positive
or are told to self-isolate by NHS Test and Trace. You could be fined if you do not self-isolate.

Self-isolate immediately if: How to self-isolate

¢ you have any symptoms of coronavirus (a high ¢ do not go to work, school or public places
temperature, a new, continuous cough or a loss ¢ do not go on public transport or use taxis
or change to your sense of smell or taste) ¢ do not go out to get food and medicine

¢ you've tested positive for coronavirus - this ¢ do not have visitors in your home, including friends and
